- Non Specific ς Target Women over the age of 30.  Victims are normally divorced or singe and are lured into false 

relationships using dating sites 

- Paedophilic ς Targets young pre pubescent and adolescent children

about 6000 children through online counseling during 2010. Childline has in the past year offered in therapy to more than 

12 000 abused and traumatized children, including their families.  

 

The Childline South Africa Online Counseling service; 

- is a national service (9 provinces) available to all youth in South Africa  

-  Combines technology and counseling 

-  offers a safe environment for young people to access counseling and information at no cost 

-  Particularly as a prevention and early intervention project for a category of children and young people who 

might be considered vulnerable.  

-  Many of the issues discussed with counselors online, and the challenge solving approach adopted by counselors 

helps children and youth make choices and decisions about their lives and behaviour that prevent the young 

person from moving into choices and situations that could have ongoing negative result ς sometimes not just for 

the young person themselves but their peer group and/or families.
